It is our goal to provide our customers with a historic reception center that
is beautiful, clean, friendly, and cost effective. Please note that this information packet may be updated or
changed without notice to renters.

History and Preservation

The Rye Patch Reception Center is located on a 10-acre estate and is adjacent to Hopelands Gardens. It
was the winter home of Edmund and Dorothy Knox Goodyear Rogers. Mrs. Rogers was an enthusiastic
horsewoman and Mr. Rogers enjoyed the game of golf. They both loved to entertain and Rye Patch was
the setting for many parties.

The Rogers purchased Rye Patchi n t he e ar Wwingtothe Befiderse was aflded specifically for
the use of King Edward VIII; later the Duke of Windsor and his wife, Wallis Simpson, the Duchess of
Windsor during a visit to Aiken in 1935. The arches that once adorned the brick wall of the estate were filled
in at the same time to protect the privacy of these famous visitors. You can still see the outline of these
arches in the wall today.

After the death of Mrs. Goodyear in 1982, her children donated the estate to the City of Aiken. This gift
preserves an example of the gracious way of life enjoyed by wealthy residents from the North who moved to
Aiken for its mild winters and numerous equestrian sports.

As part of the preservation the City reserves the right to perform maintenance on the Rye Patch as deemed
necessary for it preservation for future generations. While the City will make every effort to inform lessees
of such maintenance there may be times of unforeseen maintenance that may need to be performed for
safety reasons without notice.

e ALL reservations must be through an appointment with the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor. No
phone reservations will be made.

e The Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor schedules the facility for events and may be able to offer
assistance on minor event details, but the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor is not an event/wedding
planner and is not able to assist with that task.

Requests for Use
e Activities that are sponsored by the City of Aiken Parks, Recreation & Tourism Department will take priority in

the scheduling of all events.

All rentals are scheduled on a first come, first serve basis and if space is available.

Rye Patch Reception Center is not available for overnight stays.

Rental of the Rye Patch Reception Center does not include the use of Hopelands Gardens.

Rental of the Rye Patch Reception Center does not include rehearsals.

The Rye Patch Reception Center is zoned RSS by the City of Aiken, so no commercial activity can take place

on the inside or on the grounds of the Rye Patch Reception Center.

e The decision as to whether a proposed use or activity is appropriate to be conducted within any part of the
Department's facilities shall rest with the sole discretion of the City of Aiken Parks, Recreation and Tourism
Department.

Appointments to View or Rent Rye Patch Reception Center
e Appointments to view or rent Rye Patch Reception Center may be made for Tuesday i Thursday from
9am i 4pm by calling 803-642-7650.
e A Friday appointment may be available as long as the facility has not been booked for an event.
e The Rye Patch Reception Center is not available for viewing on Saturdays - Mondays.

Deadline for Use
e 30 DAYS IN ADVANCE to permit the orderly location and set-up of required equipment.
¢ Requests with less than 30 days notice will be based on availability.
e No rental is considered confirmed until all contracts are completed and signed, and the appropriate fees and
deposits are paid.

Event Attendance

¢ No event will be booked for more than 250 people unless other parking arrangements have been made. There
are a total of 91 parking spaces available at the Rye Patch Reception Center. See the Parking section on page
6 for more information. Please encourage your guests to carpool as much as possible.

e The renter may contact the Green Boundary Club or the Fermata Club to request use of their parking lots. If
approved, the renter must provide the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor with a letter of approval from
the Club(s). Only then will a larger event be considered and booked. The Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch
Supervisor will not make these arrangements for the renter.

e If there are no other scheduled activities at Hopelands Gardens on the date and time in the contract, the renter
may be given permission to use the Hopelands Gardens Parking Lots.

Rental Hours
e The Rye Patch Reception Center may be rented on Sunday i Saturday from 10:00 am to Midnight.
e Rental hours include set up and clean up time.
e The Rye Patch Reception Center will not open before 10 am or after midnight or before or after the rental time
that is stated on the permit.
e The rental shall not go over the stated time(s) and/or date(s) on the permit. If the lessee fails to end their
rental by the allotted time, then all or part of the Clean Up/Damages Fee may be kept.
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Rental Times

Six hour time blocks or fourteen hour time blocks for one-time events (this includes set-up and clean-up time).
Civic groups and clubs wishing to hold weekly or biweekly meetings at the Rye Patch Reception Center can
book time in two, three or four hour time blocks.

Rental Rates

Set up must be submitted in advance and must remain the same for each and every meeting unless prior
arrangements have been made with the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor.

Civic groups and clubs are required to book at least two meetings in order to qualify for the special rate.

If it is found that a person has booked an event in the name of a group or club to receive the special rate when
in fact they were booking for a personal function, the City reserves the right to charge the individual for the full
amount of fees due and may still prosecute to the full extent of the law.

Rental Deposits and Payments

To reserve the Rye Patch Reception Center half of all total fees must be paid at the time of reservation.

The balance any fees will be due no later than fourteen (14) days prior to your event.

Unpaid fees may result in the termination of your contract without a refund of fees already paid.

No reservation is final until the initial payment has been made and a facility permit has been signed by both the
lessee and the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor.
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Cancellation Policy

Failure to notify the Parks, Recreation, and Tourism Department of a cancellation in writing, within thirty (30)
days of your event, will result in the loss of the fees paid.
The Clean Up/Damage Fee and/or Grounds Damage Fee, if applicable, will be refunded.

Building Capacity

The Fire Code Limit is 150 people for the first floor of the house (without tables & chairs).

Room Seating Capacity

Dining Room 24 for a sit-down event
Library 12 for a sit-down event
Sun/Sitting Room 60 for a sit-down event

Please note that the room capacity limits take into account the space for tables and chairs.

The City of Aiken will not set up any room at more than the Fire Code Limits as established by the City of
Aiken Department of Public Safety. If the renter is found to have violated the Fire Code Limits then part or all
of the Clean Up/Damage Fee may be kept.

Tents and Canopies

Set-Up

May only be erected the same day of the event and must be taken down by 12:00 noon the following day after
the event, unless otherwise approved by the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor.

The exact location of the tent, canopy, etc. will have to be approved by the City Horticulturist or designee.

All tents must be staked and tied and/or weighted down.

If for any reason the tent is moved without prior approval, the grounds damage fee will be retained and the
lessee held liable for any additional damages that may occur from digging, grading, driving support poles or
stakes in the ground that damage existing underground services utilities or the lawn.

Charges for damages will be charged to the lessee at cost to make such needed repairs inclusive of all
materials, equipment, and labor required.

Set ups must be approved by the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor. Set up requests will try to be
accommodated, but all set ups must meet required safety regulations. The decision by the Hopelands
Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor as to whether or not a set up is appropriate for the facility is final.

The renter is required to complete a setup diagram with the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor no later
than two (2) weeks prior to the scheduled event. Failure to do so may result in the Rye Patch being set-up by
the Parks, Recreation and Tourism Department according to a generic set-up.

The interior furniture and the piano may not be moved any time for any reason. There will be a $150.00 fee if
this regulation is not respected. This fee will be deducted from the Clean Up/Damage Fee.

Fire Exits may not be blocked off or restricted in any way by the set up. The Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch
Supervisor will make the determination if any Fire Exits have been blocked. Failure to comply may result in all
or part of the Clean Up/Damage Fee being kept.

Interior furniture, carpets, tables, lamps, pictures, etc. may not be disturbed after the plans are set. There will
be a $150.00 fee if this regulation is not respected. This fee will be deducted from the Clean Up/Damage Fee.
The flower urns on the steps in the front of the Rye Patch may not be moved and the flowers may not be
removed.

Flower arrangements on the mantles may not be moved.

Nails, spikes, anchoring devices, lighting fixtures, or communication devices may not to be driven into or
affixed in any manner to the interior or exterior portion of the building without the consent of the Hopelands
Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor.

Signs, banners, posters, or advertising materials of any nature may not be affixed to any portion or placed on
any wall or door without the consent of the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor.

The renter may not paint, stain, color, or alter any portion of the premises or equipment within and shall not
permit anything to be done which might cause damage or change the finish or appearance of the premises
including furniture, equipment, and furnishings, be it an act of the lessee, his employees, agents, or guests.
The Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor shall determine whether any such damage has occurred, the
amount of the damage, the cost of repairing or replacing such damage, and whether the damage is of a nature
that the lessee shall be held responsible. The decision of the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor

shall be final.
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Air conditioning and Heating
e The air conditioning and heating unit settings are determined by the City of Aiken Parks, Recreation & Tourism
Department and will not be adjusted during the rental. If the settings are changed during the rental then all or
part of the Clean Up/Damage Fee may be kept. Additional charges will be assessed, when needed, to satisfy
repair costs exceeding the clean up and damages fee amount.

Rental Point of Contact
e The renter, or their designee, must act as the point of contact before, during and after the rental. The point
of contact will be responsible for accompanying the City Staff at the end of the rental to walk through the
downstairs, upstairs and outside of the Rye Patch Reception Center to ensure a proper clean-up has been
completed. Failure to do so by the renter may result in part or all of the Clean Up/Damage Fee being kept.

Clean-Up

e Food and garbage must be removed from all rooms (including bathrooms) and placed in the roll carts located
at the back of the Rye Patch Reception Center by the lessee. The lids must be closed and fastened. The
kitchen area and appliances must also be cleaned, if used.

e Floors must be cleaned (use brooms or dust mops located in kitchen closet.) The floors do not have to be wet
mopped unless food, beverages, etc. are spilled or mud is present. Get approval from the staff on duty before
doing any wet mopping.

e Bathrooms are to be cleaned and left in a presentable manner.

e The renter, as a result of their particular event, is responsible for picking up litter from their event that is
scattered over the outside area.

o Ifitis necessary for the Aiken Parks, Recreation and Tourism Department to provide staff to take care of any
clean up that is the responsibility of the lessee, then a charge double of the hourly wage of that employee will
be assessed. This fee will be charged to the lessee or retained from the Clean Up/Damage Fee.

Rye Patch Reception Center Tables & Chairs May Not Be Used Outside! Tables and chairs that do not belong
to the Rye Patch Reception Center may not be brought inside the Rye Patch Reception Center. Doing so
may result in the forfeiture of part or the entire clean up/damage fee.

Bedrooms
¢ Rental of Rye Patch Reception Center includes the use of the three (3) small bedrooms for the purpose of
changing clothes only.
e The large bedroom may not be used and will remain locked at all times.

Telephone
e The telephone may only be used with the permission of the City of Aiken staff on duty.
¢ No long-distance phone calls may be made, unless approved by the City of Aiken staff on duty.
e Long-distance calls must be collect or credit calls only.

Parking

e The Rye Patch Reception Center parking area has been designated to the left when you first drive in the Rye
Patch Reception Center gate and is across from the Rose Garden. Additional parking is available in the Rye
Patch Reception Center Paddock. Your guests must adhere to the locations as noted on the diagram on page
10. There are a total of 91 parking spaces available.

e Attendees who are handicap or have difficulty walking may be dropped off at the front of the Rye Patch
Reception Center. The vehicle must then return to the parking lot while at the event. When ready to leave that
vehicle may be brought back up to the front of the Rye Patch Reception Center so they may be picked back
up.

e Parking is absolutely prohibited on the lawn of Rye Patch Reception Center or on the sides of the driveway.
Doing so will result in the forfeiture of the Clean Up/Damage Fee.

Security

e The renter will provide for such public safety protection as determined by the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch
Supervisorf or the renterbs event.

e The renter will provide the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor with documentation from the City of
Aiken Department of Public Safety that provides the name(s) of the public safety officer(s) that have been
contracted no later than 14 days prior to the event.

o |If the renter fails or refuses to furnish the required public safety protection, the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch
Supervisor may require the same to be furnished and charge the cost to the renter or cancel the rental. If
cancelation occurs within thirty (30) days of your event, it will result in the loss of the fees paid.

Posting of Literature
o No posters or any other literature may be posted on any walls of the recreation facilities, on trees, telephone
poles, light poles, vehicles, or on any building or facility or embedded in any manner in the ground. This
information may be handed out in the rented area only.

Alcohol
¢ Alcoholic beverages are permitted on the grounds and in the building.
e Alcohol may be served at functions, but cannot be sold.
e Alcoholic beverages may not be taken into Hopelands Gardens.

Birdseed/Bubbles
e Birdseed is the only substance allowed to be thrown and may only be thrown outside of the building
o Bubbles are only allowed outside of Rye Patch Reception Center.

Flowers
o Atrtificial/silk flowers are allowed on the grounds of the Rye Patch Reception Center.

Dancing
e Dancing is permitted. Shoes with taps are not permitted.

Noise Ordinance

e Rentals must be in compliant with the City of Aikenos
unreasonably disturb persons not participating in the event. Complaints about or disturbing noise may result in
immediate revocation of the permit. The Noise Ordinance must be complied with.

e The entire ordinance may be found at www.cityofaikesc.gov and then click on City Code of Ordinances under
the Top Business Links section. On the left scroll down AND click on Chapter 22 OFFENSES AND
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS. Then click on Article 22. Noise.

o Staff will use best judgment to determine if your event and/or another event are exceeding appropriate volume
levels to comfortably accommodate all guests within the facility. Failure to comply with staff requests may
result in immediate revocation of the permit.
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Smoking
e Smoking is NOT ALLOWED inside the building.

e Removal of all tobacco residues, such as cigarette

Candles
e Candles must be in fully enclosed candle holders, being of votive style, or in a pre-approved candle holder by
the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor.

e Candles and/or holders located on the walls, mantels, or elsewhere are the property of the Rye Patch
Reception Center and are not to be burned at any time.

Fire Suppression System

e When a sprinkler is activated, large amounts of water will pour out. The water cannot be stopped until the
system is shut off (after the Department of Public Safety determines that it is safe to do so). The amount of
water dispensed by an activated sprinkler head is significant. Pooling of water will extend to nearby rooms on
the same floor, as well as to rooms on lower levels.

e Only sprinkler heads directly activated by heat, fire or damage will dispense water. That is, the activation of
one head near a fire will not cause other heads to dispense water if they are not also in the area of a fire. Do
not remove or tamper with the sprinkler head, cage, or any part of the system.

e DO NOT TOUCH OR HANG ANYTHING from a sprinkler head or from any other part of the fire suppression
equipment, including the pipes, because this could accidently activate the system.

e The renter is responsible for any damage occurring to the facility, grounds or equipment. The clean up and
damages fee may be used to satisfy such damages.

Prohibited Items
e The use of offensive and inappropriate language.
o Possession or use of illegal drugs, firearms, knives or any other weapon is strictly prohibited.
e The use of flammable materials, such as straw, hay, etc.
¢ Inline skates, skateboards, scooters, roller shoes or any other wheel equipment.

EXCEPTIONS: WHEELCHAIRS 7 MOBILITY SCOOTERS 7 STROLLERS - HAND TRUCKS

(Hand trucks may be brought into the facility only for the purpose of unloading and loading equipment
for the event.)

Animals

e Under the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) patrons with disabilities are allowed to bring their service
animal in all areas of the facility that customers are normally allowed to go.

e |If animals are part of a special event or program, permission may be granted by the Hopelands Gardens/Rye
Patch Supervisor for them to be in the facility under special conditions.

Subleasing of Space

e The renter shall not assign or sublease the space covered by this contract without written consent of the City of
Aiken.

City Staff at Events
e There will be City of Aiken staff on duty during your event.
e City Staff are not allowed to move furniture, serve at events, clean up after events, etc.

Vendors

e Any vendors providing services for a function at Rye Patch Reception Center must possess a current City of
Aiken business license.

e ltisthe responsibility of the renter to provide all vendors with this information and that they must have a
current City of Aiken business license. Questions concerning the cost or type of license must be directed to
the City of Aiken Business License Administrator at 803-642-7642. Any contact must be done directly by the
vendor and not the renter.

e Renters must provide the Hopelands Gardens/Rye Patch Supervisor with the names, addresses, phone
numbers and e-mail addresses (if available), of ALL vendors, so verification may be made that a current
City of Aiken business license is on file.

e Vendors include but are not limited to the following:

e As the renter, you assume full responsibility for the entire facility, caterer, band, etc., and the responsibilities
that apply.

e The renter is responsible for any damage occurring to the facility, grounds or equipment. The clean up and
damages fee may be used to satisfy such damages.

e Additional charges will be assessed, when needed, to satisfy repair costs exceeding the clean up and
damages fee amount.

e |tis the responsibility of the renter to notify all vendors that they must have a current City of Aiken business

Refund of Clean Up/Damage Fee and/or Grounds Damage Fee
e The Aiken Parks, Recreation and Tourism Department will inspect the facility and equipment after each event.

satisfactory condition after the facility has been inspected.

Fees will be mailed to the renter no later than thirty (30) business days.

e By signing the facility permit, the lessee hereby indemnifies and holds harmless, jointly and severally, the City
of Aiken, its officers, employees, agents, staff members and volunteers from any losses, claims, damages,
settlements, judgments, and liabilities, including without limitation all costs, expenses, and judgments relative
thereto, (including c sytha maylbesssartedeagathst ar suffeved hyahe Gity off e e
Ai ken as a result of or in connection with the use of
guests.
